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BIBLIOGRAPHY ON THE HOLOCAUST AND
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Numerous studies have addressed the Holocaust and antisemitism in Romania;
however, no single comprehensive bibliography integrates the diverse scholarship
spanning  historiography,  testimonial literature,  representation,  and
memorialization. Hence, we present a synthesis of key resources on the Romanian
Holocaust and antisemitism, intended as a valuable research tool for specialists and
interested readers alike. We have included here titles in the original Croatian,
English, French, German, Hebrew, Hungarian, Italian, Polish, Romani, Romanian,
Spanish, Swedish that we divided in several sections. To homogenize the various
entries, we have used a slightly adapted version of Chicago Manual of Style. We
have also listed translations into Romanian of the titles in foreign languages, or
vice versa, if these exist. For the sake of accuracy, we have not homogenized the
names of the authors who signed with diacritics in Romanian and without diacritics
in English; their names are spelled exactly as they appeared in the respective book/
journal.

Inevitably, any selection requires certain omissions. We established a clear
criterion: when several chapters within a single edited book were relevant (more
than 2 or 3), we cited the entire book rather than individual contributions. The only
exceptions made were for chapters dealing with major Holocaust writers.

In this bibliography, we have primarily focused on the Holocaust that took place
within Romania’s borders. However, we have also selectively included a number
of works concerning the Holocaust in Northern Transylvania, which was
perpetrated by the Hungarian and German administrations during the last year of
WW?2. These works are relevant because they address Jewish communities that had
been part of Romania and Romanian cultural life prior to the 1940 annexation, and
because they circulated in postwar Romania, shaping the country’s Holocaust
memory. The bibliography mentions only a few selective titles on what happened
after WW2 (trials of the perpetrators in the immediate aftermath of the war,
restitutions, rewritings during communism and post-communism). We have also
included a selection of the major works that were published in relation to
Holocaust remembrance from 1944 to the present.

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The trivialization, distortion, and denial of the Holocaust, alongside pervasive
antisemitism, remain significant concerns in both Romanian memorialization and
historical scholarship. We have explicitly excluded all titles that present revisionist
accounts of this history. These comprise works published during the Gheorghiu-
Dej and Ceausescu communist regimes, as well as those produced more recently by
active neo-Legionary presses that continue to circulate alternative historical
narratives. From the works published by Holocaust survivors during Ceausescu’s
regime we have included Oliver Lustig’s volumes, since although written through a
highly ideological Marxist-Leninist lens, they present facts as they happened. We
included two films which rewrite history (see additional notes), as they can
represent a good case study of Holocaust distortion and denial. Titles addressing
antisemitism prior to the interwar period, as well as during the communist and
post-communist eras, were ommitted in the current list. We also excluded titles on
Holocaust education, the resurgence of far-right discourse, and the contemporary
neo-legionary movement. Our academic community would greatly welcome a
supplementary bibliography that incorporates these critical texts.

(Abstract)

This article offers the first comprehensive bibliography that focuses on the Holocaust and
antisemitism in Romania and includes key resources from historiography, testimonial literature, and
studies on Holocaust representation and memorialization. Intended as a valuable research tool, it
includes titles in Croatian, English, French, German, Hebrew, Hungarian, Italian, Polish, Romani,
Romanian, Spanish, Swedish. Romanian and English translations are provided for all foreign-
language titles where available. For titles originally published in Romanian, only English translations
are indicated if they exist. The massive corpus comprising approximately 950 titles is divided into
several sections on historiography (“Historical Studies on Antisemitism, the Holocaust in Romania
and Its Memory”, “Documents, Documentary Accounts and Memorial Books”), Holocaust
representation (“Testimonies, Memoirs, Diaries of Holocaust Survivors [Including Vicarious
Memoirs Written on Behalf of Their Relatives by Second and Third Generation Writers]”, “Fiction”,
“Poetry and Discourses of Poets on the Holocaust”, “Filmography”), and “Works on Holocaust
Testimonial Literature and Other Representations and Memorialization of the Holocaust in Romania,
Works on the Romanian Intelligentsia During WW2”.
